3.Both affected footpaths provide unsurpassed pleasure and enjoyment for a range of leisure activities including
walking, running, enjoyment of views and wildlife and bird watching.

4.Further to the last, closure and diversion of these paths will result in a substantial loss of amenity value.

5.Both paths uniquely provide access to what is not only the best viewpoint within the Coombeswood HE2 Land-
scape Heritage Area, but in fact the finest viewpoint in Halesowen. Closing and diverting these paths will effectively
deny access to these unique views. The resulting detrimental impact upon said Landscape Heritage Area would cer-
tainly be the severest possible.

6.Further to the above, the diversion proposed, being in an opposite direction away from that of the viewpoint indi-
cated, would not begin to approach the convenience and enjoyment offered by the current arrangement of footpaths.
In part this is because views across the green wedge landscape itself and of the Leasowes landscape as currently seen
from the Stour Valley Viewpoint would not be visible from the proposed alternative route.
